I am pleased to share that the 2026 Masonic Youth Leadership Camp will be held from July 26 to July
31 at Green Grove Ukrainian Orthodox Camp, located at Wakaw Lake. Thanks to the continued support
and commitment of the Lodges, we anticipate welcoming approximately 40 campers this year.

As Masons, we strongly believe that investing in our youth is one of the most meaningful ways to build
a brighter future. This camp provides young men and women a structured and supportive environment
where they gain guidance, practical tools, and confidence to grow into the best versions of themselves.

These objectives will be achieved through dynamic, hands-on workshops that place youth at the centre
of the learning experience. Activities will include presentations, debates, role-playing, teamwork
challenges, sports, and artistic expression, all facilitated by experienced local instructors and mentors
who bring real-world insight and inspiration.

Participants will explore a wide range of essential life skills, including:
e Leadership (different leadership styles and their real-world impact);
e Problem-Solving and Community Impact;
o Effective Teamwork;
e Effective communication (expressing ideas clearly, navigating disagreements, and providing
constructive feedback);
e (Goal setting for Success
e Equity, Diversity, and Inclusion (EDI) - Promoting respect, empathy, and belonging in diverse

environments;

¢ Digital citizenship (responsible use of social media and Al, and developing skills to recognize
misinformation);

e Holistic well-being (integrating mental health awareness, self-care practices, and healthy
lifestyle habits).

As in previous years, fees for 2026 are $125 per camper and $400 for Lodges. A copy of the Camp
application is attached.
